For Matlab version : R2012(8.0.0.783), 64-bit(win64)
1. Append the following paths (or similar paths; I was using 64-bit so it is important to add the x64_bin) to the bin directory
C:\ProgramFiles\Java\jdk1.7.0_07\bin; D:\Software\NeticaJ_504\bin\x64_bin;
To do this in Windows (windows 7 enterprise) go:
Start->Control Panel-> All Control Panel Items->System. Then click the tab ‘Advanced system Settings’ and then the ‘Environment Variables’ button. Under the System variables find the variable ‘Path’, choose it and click ‘edit’.
Add these paths (or similar)
C:\ProgramFiles\Java\jdk1.7.0_07\bin; 
D:\Software\NeticaJ_504\bin\x64_bin

Note that I did not add a ‘\’ in the end. Perhaps it works with ‘\’ as well. 
And click ok. Then restart computer.
2. Start up Matlab. 
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]In Matlab, enter >>edit(which('librarypath.txt')); This will start up the editor; insert the same NeticaJ path name at the end of whatever list is there, i.e., 
D:\Software\NeticaJ_504\bin\x64_bin\

Note that I add a ‘\’ in the end.
4. In Matlab, enter >>edit  classpath.txt; Add these lines to the top of Matlab's classpath.txt file 
D:\Software\NeticaJ_504\bin\x64_bin\NeticaJ.jar
D:\Software\NeticaJ_504\bin\x64_bin

5. Exit Matlab. 
6. Reboot the computer (you need to do this for the change to the Windows Path to be incorporated)
